Carmanah's
solar technology includes a range of solar-powered roadway lighting applications from solar-power pedestrian
crosswalk and 24-hour flashing beacons, to programmable solar school-zone flashers and stand-alone power sources
for Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) equipment. With no trenching or cabling required, Carmanah's grid-
independent solar-powered traffic equipment can be installed and operated with little or no environmental impact.
